enrollment, (6) Home address, (7) Date enrollment 
agreement signed, (9) Amount of STRF assessment collected, 
(10) Quarter in which the STRF assessment was remitted to 
the Bureau, (11) Third-party payer identifying information, 
(12) Total institutional charges charged, and (13) Total 
institutional charges paid. 
 
To remedy this violation, the school shall update the 3rd and 
4th Quarter 2021 STRF supporting documentation to include 
all the data points identified in 5, CCR § 76140 (a) (1) Student 
identification number, 
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(2) First and last names, (3) Email address, (4) Local or 
mailing address, (5) Address at the time of enrollment, 
(6) Home address, (7) Date enrollment agreement signed, (8) 
Courses and course costs, (9) Amount of STRF assessment 
collected, (10) Quarter in which the STRF assessment was 
remitted to the Bureau, (11) Third-party payer identifying 
information, (12) Total institutional charges charged, and 
(13) Total institutional charges paid. The updated 3rd and 4th 
Quarter 2021 STRF supporting documentation shall be 
submitted with the institution’s response to the NTC and the 
last page of this document May 21, 2022.
