• “Passage Rate” is calculated by dividing the number of graduates who passed the exam by the number 

of graduates who took the reported licensing exam. 
• “Number Who Passed First Available Exam” is the number of graduates who took and passed the first 

available a licensing exam after completing the program. 
• “Salary” is as reported by graduate or graduate’s employer. 
• “No Salary Information Reported” is the number of graduates for whom, after making reasonable 

attempts, the school was not able to obtain salary information. 
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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL 
 

You have the right to cancel your agreement for a program of instruction, without any penalty or 
obligations, within seven days after starting the class.  After the end of the cancellation period, you also 
have the right to stop school at any time; and you have the right to receive a pro rata refund if you have 
completed 60 percent or less of the scheduled days in the current payment period in your program 
through the last day of attendance.
