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STUDENT’ S RIGHT TO CANCEL

You have the right to cancel your enrollment agreement including equipment such as books,
materials, and supply, or any other goods related to the instruction offered in the Agreement, and obtain
a refund of charges paid through attendance at the first-class session, or the seventh business day
after enrollment, whichever is later.
